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Here are a few suggestions for running a waste-free lunch event:

Make announcements leading up to the waste-free lunch day letting staff and

students know that it is coming and reminding them to bring a waste-free

lunch.

Put an announcement in the school newsletter or write a letter home to help

parents understand the purpose of a waste-free lunch day and to ask for their

support.

Invite the Green Team or class to create posters and displays promoting

waste-free lunches depicting how this can be accomplished.

Have students fill out a personal pledge to bring a waste-free lunch and

attach the pledges to a large drawing of a lunch box or a waste-free lunch

banner prominently displayed.

On waste-free lunch day turn over all garbage containers in the lunch area

and put a sign on the container explaining that it is a waste-free lunch day

and that all waste will need to be taken home.

Hold a contest where students get points for each waste reduction effort.
Examples: - reusable drink container - cloth napkin - non-disposable cutlery

- lunch bag or box - reusable sandwich and snack containers - no left-over food

Recognize achievements by offering prizes or by posting or announcing
names of students and staff who brought waste-free lunches. Give them a
Kids Konserve Waste-free Lunch Kit as a prize!

A waste-free lunch may include compostable items such as apple cores and
banana peels. These may be composted at school where possible, or they
may be taken home.
